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Admission Requirements

Admission into graduate programs requires the following:

% The applicant must be a Saudi citizen or, if non-Saudi, have an official
scholarship for graduate studies.

% The applicant must have a university degree from a Saudi or any
accredited university.

%+ The applicant must be of good behavior, fair reputation and medically
fit.

% The applicant must submit two letters of recommendation from
professors who have taught him/her.

%+ The applicant, if employed, must provide a letter of consent from his

current employer to join the program.
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Postponement

%+ The departmental council, the college’s dean and the Dean of Graduate
Studies may approve postponement of the student’s admission into a
program for a maximum period of two semesters; the period shall not
be counted within the time required to complete the degree
requirements

% The departmental council, the college’s dean and the Dean of Graduate

)

Studies may approve postponement of the student’s study under the

following conditions:

o  The student must have successfully completed at least one semester in the program or covered a
substantial part of the thesis.

o  The number of the total postponement should not exceed four semesters (two years of study).

o Requests for the postponement should be submitted at least two weeks before the semester starts.

© The postponement period shall not be counted within the maximum time required to complete

the degree requirements.
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% Student can (if he chooses to) drop all courses of a semester, after
registering for them, provided that he follows the following procedure:

o Submitting a request before the final exam.

o This semester should not be part of the <“additional opportunity”

(extension) period.

This semester shall count as part of the postponement period.
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% If a student withdraws from a graduate program then

decides to get back in, he shall be treated as a new applicant.
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% The student shall be considered as a dropout and his
record as closed in the following cases:

o Ifaccepted in the program and did not register in time.

o If he registered in any of the courses and did not attend

the classes of that course.
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Termination of Registration

The Council of Deanship of Graduate Studies shall terminate the registration of a
student according to the following:

o If a student gets accepted in a program but does not complete his registration
within the specified registration period.

o If he withdraws or drops all the courses of the semester without having a wvalid
excuse.

o Ifhe proves not to take study seriously or neglects his academic responsibilities.

o Ifthe cumulative GPA drops below “Very Good” in two consecutive semesters.

o Ifusing up all permissible postponement periods.

o Ifhe breaches the university code of ethics during coursework or thesis writing.

o Ifhe fails the comprehensive exam (where applicable) twice.

o Ifthe exam committee deems his thesis indefensible or unacceptable after defense.

o Ifhe does not complete the degree requirements within the maximum time.
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Theses Preparation and
Supervision

*» Every graduate student shall right after joining a program,
have an academic advisor to direct his study, assist him in
selecting a thesis topic.

% After meeting all the admission requirements and completing
at least fifty per cent of the required courses with a cumulative
GPA no less than “very good,” a graduate student must submit
(where applicable) a thesis proposal to his department. The
proceedings are then reported to the college council, and in

turn to the council of Deanship of Graduate Studies for

approval.
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
