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 Metformin HCl is frequently used to treat diabetes mellitus, both in obese patients whose diabetes is uncontrolled by diet and in patients who fail to respond to therapy with sulfonylurea.  Numerous studies during the past several years have continued to demonstrate a benefit of metformin on the cardiovascular risk markers. In fact, to date, metformin is the only oral antihyperglycemic agent shown to reduce macrovascular events in patients with type 2 diabetes.
Appropriate quality standards are required to monitor quality of such medicines. 
In the proposed work an attempt will be made develop HPLC method for the determination of Metformin in bulk and pharmaceutical formulations in order to provide better control of formulations contacting metformin.  Our research will include development of new simple, sensitive and selective method for quantification of Metformin HCl and also as per the ICH guidelines  the method validation parameters will be checked are  linearity, accuracy, precision, limit of detection, limit of quantitation and robustness.
